Organizations urged to protect networks from China-backed
cyberthreats

The National Security Agency, Cybersecurity and Infrastructure Security Agency, and
FBI are urging U.S. organizations to protect themselves from China state-sponsored
cyberattacks.

Organizations should apply available patches, replace end-of-life infrastructure,
disable unnecessary ports and protocols, and implement a centralized patch-
management program to protect networks from common cyber-vulnerabilities and
exploitation.

Tactics used to exploit vulnerabilities include:

« Disguising and routing malicious traffic through non-Chinese infrastructure.

« Exploiting home routers.

« Remotely accessing sensitive patient data and medical research through off-
site staff and third parties.
